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The Richmond International Student Program has been in operation since 1998. Successful applicants are permitted to enter Grades 8
through 12 at selected secondary schools in Richmond, by paying fees to cover the cost of their education. Currently, Richmond
International Students come from many countries in Asia, Latin America, and Europe. They make up less than 3% of the total
secondary school student population. We also occasionally accept elementary school students who are accompanied by at least one
parent.
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Typically there are three key reasons for seeking an educational experience in Canada: to graduate with a high school diploma from a
Canadian school; to obtain fluency in English; and/or to develop a global perspective through contact with Canadian students or other
overseas students coming from around the world.
